Name of Contractor.

Date photograph was taken.

Description of location, vantage point, and direction.
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FORMATS AND MEDIA

Digital Photographs: Provide color images in JPG format, produced by a digital camera with minimum sensor
size of 12 megapixels, and at an image resolution of not less than 3200 by 2400 pixels. Use flash in low light
levels or backlit conditions.

Digital Images: Submit digital media as originally recorded in the digital camera, without alteration,
manipulation, editing, or modifications using image-editing software.

Metadata: Record accurate date and time from camera.

File Names: Name media files with date and sequential numbering suffix.
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1.4 CONSTRUCTION PHOTOGRAPHS

A. General: Take photographs with maximum depth of field and in focus.

B. Periodic Construction Photographs: Take 20 photographs coinciding with the cutoff date associated with each
Application for Payment. Select vantage points to show status of construction and progress since last
photographs were taken.

C. In addition to periodic, recurring views, take photographs of each of the following events:
Completion of site clearing.

Excavation in progress.

Foundations in progress and upon completion.

Structural framing in progress and upon completion.

Enclosure of building, upon completion.
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D.  Final Completion Construction Photographs: Take 20 photographs after date of Substantial Completion for
submission as Project Record Documents. Architect will inform photographer of desired vantage points.
