PREPARATION

Clean substrates of substances that are harmful to vapor retarders, including removing projections capable of
puncturing vapor retarders.

INSTALLATION OF VAPOR RETARDERS

Install vapor retarders over prepared grade. Lap joints a minimum of 6 inches and seal with manufacturers
recommended tape.

Extend vapor retarder over footings and seal to foundation wall or grade beam with manufacturer's
recommended tape.

1. Extend vapor retarder vertically minimum 24 inches above top of footing where possible or as indicated
on the drawings.

Seal around penetrations such as utilities and columns in order to create a monolithic, airtight membrane at
grade surface, perimeter, and all vertical penetrations.

PROTECTION

Protect vapor retarders from damage until concealed by permanent construction.
